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REMEMBERING OUR DECEASED SISTERS

MARY LOUISE HARTNETT, also known as Sr. Elaine, OSM, was born in Detroit,
Michigan on June 27, 1934. Sr. Elaine grew up in Detroit and is survived by her brother,
David Hartnett.

She entered the Servants of Mary on August 28, 1952 and made her first profession in 1954
and her final vows in 1959.

Sr. Elaine earned her Master’s Degree from the University of Detroit. For thirty years, she
ministered in the area of education as both teacher and principal in schools located in
Omaha, Nebraska, Detroit, Michigan and Massena, New York.

After “retiring,” Sr. Elaine continued her education by receiving a certification as a Hospice
Chaplain and Bereavement Counselor. For the next twenty years, she served as Chaplain
and Bereavement Coordinator in several Hospice Programs in Detroit, Michigan. This
ministry was very important to her. In her retirement letter, Sr. Elaine wrote, “I have been
blessed and lucky. I will continue to provide grief support on my own time.”

{ Sr. Elaine shared community with Sr. Beverly Pettke and Associate Mary Ellen White. They
} shared life together on a daily basis, as well as their love for dogs. Their pets were not only
part of the family, but Sr. Elaine often included them when working with Hospice patients.
She was also actively involved at Nativity of Our Lord Parish in Detroit.

Sr. Elaine touched the lives of many people through her years as teacher, principal,
Hospice Chaplain, as well as those of her family, friends and Community members. She
. died on August 18, 2022. May she rest in peace.

SR. CATHERINE FIGUEROA was born in Jamaica on April 30, 1946. Although
she spent most of her life in Jamaica, she had opportunities to live in the United
States, Canada and England, as well. Her parents were both college professors and
instilled in their six children the value of education, which Sr. Catherine took to
heart. She loved to learn and was continually educating herself. She earned two
Master’s Degrees, but never tired of taking another class.

Sr. Catherine once shared that she wanted to enter a community that ministered in
Jamaica so she “could offer compassionate presence and spiritual teaching to the
deprived and needy children of Jamaica.” She was drawn to the Servants of Mary
because she saw that same desire in the two Servite women she knew.

Sr. Catherine’s ministry began in education. She taught in both elementary and
high schools in Kingston, Jamaica before moving on to pastoral work where she
was involved in liturgy, adult faith formation and outreach to the people of St.
Peter and Paul Parish. She loved her ministry and the people she served.

In the parish, Sr. Catherine had formed a St. Peregrine Prayer Group, who prayed
daily for those with cancer or other life-threatening diseases. Little did she know
that they would eventually be praying for her. She died peacefully on September
8, 2022. May she rest in peace.

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Although we sisters are aging,
our compassion for the struggles
of the world remains strong.
Together, sisters actively involved
in social justice and in prayer
ministry represent the Servants of
Mary in multiple ways.

Addressing the health of our
planet and the well-being of those
seeking refuge in the US are high
on our list of concerns.

Twice a year the ecology
committee composes a newsletter
of tips for saving resources, such
as single-use plastic, water and
energy, and we recently partnered
with Marian High School to
begin composting from the
Motherhouse kitchen.

Believing, with Pope Francis,

that the ecological crisis is not
separate from the plight of the
poor, we are involved with efforts
to assist immigrants in Omaha
and in Detroit.

Detroit sisters and associates take
part in the program, “Strangers
No Longer,” a network of 20
Circles of Support formed in
Catholic parishes, congregations
and immigrant communities

to “support our immigrant
neighbors and to advocate for

a humane and comprehensive
immigration policy.” Assistance
is given through education,
direct support, accompaniment
and advocacy.

In Omaha, we joined volunteers
in welcoming a bus of 39 asylum
seekers. These families received
warm food and clothing in a safe
environment while intake workers
arranged for transportation to
their final US destination, where
they will join a sponsor family or
friends. This program, “Omaha
Welcomes the Stranger,” will be
ongoing, as a means of sharing
in some of the humanitarian
response to immigrants provided
by US border cities.

Sisters also continue to support
the Coalition Against Human
Trafficking, and contribute
generously to collections for the
victims of the war in Ukraine.
